Goals:

1.  We will utilize HPC concepts in the new East Tennessee Math Science Partnership grant. This will reach grades 8-10 math and science teachers(estimate over 100 teachers) in Blount Co, Fentress Co and Union Co Tn.  We will also reach the IHE faculty who will deliver math and science content in this grant.  This will begin in January 2008 and continue until December 2010.

2.  Resources: MatLab, Maya, Agent Sheets, Mathematica and  freeware

3. The design of the ETnMSP is Switching Replications.  All of the participating teachers will be assessed in a Pre/Post/Post design  using DTAMS and the new Horizon Science Assessment.  Other observational data will be collected by the Principals (Leadership by Design - using PDAs) and the Oregon Teacher Observation Protocol (OTOP).  All of the teacher content gains will be benchmarked against student performance and through the Tennessee Value Added Assessment System (Wm. Sanders model).  We will also collect and archive PodCasts from the participating teachers and IHE faculty members - focused on classroom instruction and IHE demos, mentoring, etc.

4.  Time will be a challenge - but we are committed to ensuring use of appropriate technology and support.  

5.  Assistance?  Continue being a mentor and resource for our project.  We would like to have a "carrot" for teachers or possible participation in SC08.  We would like to collaborate with Shodor (close to our region) and include Shodor PD into our ETnMSP.

6.  Sharing?  I will do this through the ETnMSP and also at professional meetings.  Several participants here this year are a direct result of my conversations with 2007 summer teacher research participants at ORNL.

7.  I have thoroughly enjoyed being included in some of the planning for this year's education program and would like to continue to be involved.  I do have some other suggestions for the SC07 education program which I will send in a separate email.

Thank you again -- so much! -- for everything you have done to make this a learning experience for me.  I continue to be amazed at what is available for teachers to use and will continue to work to get this information out to classroom teachers.
