Digital divide is changing its nature in some areas. While most now have computers, they’re not all being used in support of computational education. 

Student group is being asked to consider what would make the conference most useful for them.

The Educational program of SC is really much more than the meeting, though. The question now is, what can we do when we visit the campuses that would be most useful?
What if we sent a flash drive or CD “passport”of workshop materials so people could take a look at it prior to the workshop? For supercomputing, the technology requirements can be problematic. A browser may be the best way to get materials to educators.

Dave and Bob discussion of Verification, Validation, and Accreditation:

By focusing at the undergraduate level, we hope to accomplish something that we haven’t been able to do by focusing on K-12. That is, a long-range plan. Evaluation of former programs revealed that K-12 teacher turnover was very high; teachers we reached were often no longer teaching two years later. Undergraduate faculty, however, did stay with the field. Programs for undergraduate faculty have been used successfully by high school teachers as well. When we say we have an undergraduate focus, we will still have high school teachers – we know that. We don’t want to promise to have anything for K-12, as we generally don’t do much for K-8. We can reach new K-12 teachers by working with undergraduate education.

Evidence shows that we get the most return on investment (in terms of persistence and outcome) if we invest in undergraduate education. That part of the educational system is less served by other programs at NSF.
