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What are your goals to build upon what you have learned during SC07?

My immediate goal is to utilize some of the web-based resources introduced to me. Of particular advantage to my Chemistry and Biology classes will be those concerning molecular modeling and visualizations. By the end of this year, collaborating with Montanez Wade, I intend to pair my high school Physical Science students with her college Computer Science students working on projects using Matlab. Building upon the results of experiences Danielle Mitchell has planned for her students this year, next year I would like to introduce my students to computational science competitions. Destiny Evans laid the groundwork for her students to have summer experiences at University of Houston. Next year, I would like to submit a computational science education grant proposal to support similar collaborations with Tennessee State University.

Even though I will need to encourage my coworkers and administrators, my biggest challenge will probably be procuring and creating resources. I am fortunate to have a fellow science teacher who has some computer science experience. I look forward to him being open to innovation and working with me to get computational science incorporated into the adult high school curriculum.
