SC07 Educator Plan for Action
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What your goals for the next 6-12 months to build upon what you have learned during SC07 in Reno?  

Our plan is as follows:

1. Our main goal is to use the information that we obtained from the SC07 workshop to build/test a cluster-grid supported by an NSF grant at UHD.

2. Obtain applications in computational science that we encountered at the workshop and from other sources to run on our cluster-grid, so we can use these applications to promote computational science at our institution.
3. Present our work to colleagues at UHD including applications in computational science.

4. Invite professionals/experts in the field of computational science to give talks at our campus.

5. Continue involve students in this activity as undergraduate research and senior projects in CS, Math, and Statistics. Currently, we have two students learning to build a cluster-grid and a student working on time series problems a using cluster-grid.
6. Help out the summer workshops and offer UHD as one of the sites.

7. Involve students at SC08 in the competition and as volunteers. 

8. We plan to create a module or two to introduce computational science applications in our Introduction to Computer Technology course. We expect to implement this in fall 2008. 

9. We also plan to use these activities as a basis for a proposal to be submitted to the 2008 HP Technology for Teaching Higher Education Grant.
